Project description:

The 25th International Conference on Software System Requirements Engineering (ICSSRE) will be held in West Long Branch, New Jersey, on December 20-22, 2008. The conference used to handle paper submissions, review and decision processes in a traditional way, in which everything was done manually and all communications were through regular mail. Obviously, the traditional way was time consuming, costly and unreliable. With the advanced internet technology in place, there is no reason to continue running a conference that way.   
The organizers of the ICSSRE 2008 decided to establish an online manuscript management system for the conference. Such a system shall save the conference organizers, authors and paper reviewers’ considerable time and it will attract more paper submissions which helps improve the conference quality. The major functions of the system include, but are not limited to

1. Allow authors to submit the initial version of their manuscripts for review and final version for printing;

2. Allow authors to view their manuscript processing status;

3. Allow the conference program committee (PC) chair, who is also the editor-in-chief of the conference proceedings, to assign each manuscript  to a PC member, who is also the associate editor of the conference proceedings, to handle the review process of the paper;

4. Allow the PC members to assign each paper to three reviewers;

5. Allow reviewers to submit their review reports;

6. Allow a PC member to submit his recommendation on a manuscript based on the review reports from reviewers and his own judgment;

7. Allow the conference PC chair to make a acceptance/rejection decision on a manuscript based on PC members’ recommendation and his own judgment.
